【General Class】 Well balanced to learn Japanese "reading, writing, listening, and speaking" 

 Heritage 1… For 6-7 years old. This class is to learn Japanese using Japanese G1 textbook 
(volume one). There are assignments such as Hiragana and Katakana every week, 
and there is a challenge test at the end of school year. 

 
 Heritage 2 - 8… For 8-13 years old. These classes are to learn Japanese using Japanese 

textbooks. There are assignments such as reading and workbook every week, 
and there is a challenge test at the end of school year.

There are assignments 
every week, and there is a challenge test at the end of school year. 

 
JLPT 2… For 12 years old and over. N3, 4 and 5 levels. This class is to learn Japanese using JLPT 

materials. Students practice grammar, vocabulary, kanji, reading comprehension, and 
listening comprehension for prepare JLPT exam. There are assignments every week, 
and there is a challenge test at the end of school year. 

 
 Fundamental 1-2… Fundamental 1 is for 6-9 years old, Fundamental 2 is for 10 years old and 

over. These classes are to learn Japanese using in English and Japanese. 
Students practice reading and writing Hiragana and Katakana and improve 
their ability to speak short sentences and vocabulary. There are assignments 
every week, and there is a challenge test at the end of school year. 

 
 

【Conversation Class】 Speak, speak, “focus on speaking” 

 Conversation… For 8-12 years old. This class is to learn Japanese expressions and improve their 
speaking ability. Students have a speech time every week, and they practice it at 
home. There is a challenge test at the end of school year. 

 
 

【Private Lesson】 Learn Japanese “one-on-one”
